Although age range slightly differs between the 2007 and 2018 Health surveys, however, we can
see a decline in smoking prevalence in both current and daily smokers. In 2007 the overall current
tobacco use was 19.9 (males 33.4, females 7.01) which dropped to 18.9 in 2018 (males 28.2,
females 6.4), also the prevalence in daily smokers dropped from 17.9 in 2007 (males 30.6, females
5.7) to 15 in 2018 (males 23.5, females 3.3). This drop could be due to several factors including
rise in tobacco products taxations and retail price, availability of smoking cessation services,
introduction of pictorial health warning on tobacco products.... Etc.

Methods The objective of this study was to monitor SHS levels, as well as smoking behavior, in
public places and workplaces in Manama, the capital of Bahrain. The results provide a brief
snapshot of selected venues whether or not these are compliant to the national legislation. The
study was conducted by using special PM2.5 monitoring instrument that measured the
concentration of suspended SHS particulate matter (PM) in indoor air. Indoor Air monitoring was
conducted for thirty minutes at every venue in a sample of hospitals, schools, public offices,
transportation, and recreation venues. The study took place during July 2010. A total of 18 venues
were monitored using PM2.5. A brief summary of the findings from this study is presented here.
Study Findings Levels of PM2.5 in Indoor Places in Bahrain « PM2.5 levels were 15 times higher in
venues where smoking was observed compared to venues with no smoking observed and nearly 8
times higher than outdoors. « Smoking was only observed in recreation venues. All other venues
had signs prohibiting smoking and very low levels of PM2.5. « The average PM2.5 levels detected
in recreation venues with smoking was 211 pg/m3. In only 30 minutes, visitors to these venues
would be exposed to levels 8 times higher than what is acceptable for a whole day (25 pg/m3),
defined by the World Health Organization.6 « There was no evidence of smoking in schools,
hospitals, public offices or transportation venues included in this study.

Lung cancer: Between 1998 and 2017, there were 943 cases of lung cancer reported in Bahrain:
684 (72.5%) in men and 259 (27.5%) in women. During the 20-year period, lung cancer accounted
for 14.5% of all incident cancers in males with an average annual ASR of 22.8/100,000 people. The
incidence of lung cancer was observed to dramatically decline from 1998 to 2017. The lowest ASR
(10.8/100,000) was reported in 2016 and the highest (36.7/100,000) in 1998. In addition, lung
cancer accounted for 4.6% of all new female cancers, with an average annual ASR of 8.6/100,000
people. Lung cancer incidence in females also showed a decline, from an ASR of 19.0 in 1998 to
ASR of 5.4 in 2017. The lowest ASR (3.4/100,000) was reported in 2007 and the highest
(19.0/100,000) in 1998. In 2017, lung cancer was the leading cause of cancer mortality among
Bahraini males (30 deaths out of 187) with ASMR 11.6/100,000, whereas in females, it ranked 6th
(10 deaths out of 205) with ASMR 3.2/100,000. Cardiovascular diseases: Diseases of the
Circulatory System is the leading cause of death in Bahrain since years.
